In the last 12 months I have experienced this.
David and I have been to Nepal twice in 2010. We
have been to Isracl and we then took some of our
sheep from our church to Honduras. Some of them it
was their first missions trip.

The earthquake that took the
life of approximately 220,000 people. While watch-
ing it on TV last year my heart broke for these peo-
ple. I have wanted to go to Haiti for years. After see-
ing the news I wanted to go even more.

Haiti along with Nepal is listed as two of the
most impoverished nations in the world. More than
70 percent of the people in Haiti live on less than two
dollars a day.

Now what I am about to see
I am sure will far surpass what I have seen in Nepal.

Going to Haiti!

The devastation in Haiti one year later is still there.
There are still people to be reached and Pastor’s and
believers to be hugged and encouraged.

When I ask God if it was my time yet to go to
Haiti, He said, “I trusted you with one armpit, I can
trust you with another”

I leave the 12¢th of this month for Haiti with a
group of Missionaries/Evangelist. I will be going with
John Smithwick the same Evangelist David helped get
into Nepal to do his crusade last November. Nearly 30
thousand people were saved in the few days he was in
Nepal. We will be going into many schools and tent ar-
cas telling about Jesus and encouraging the people. We
are going to be right on the earthquakes fault line.

My sister MaryEllen says she does not know
how I could possibly be excited about this. She is the
secretary/treasurer of our Church and takes care of all
our books and finances. She told me that someday I
will have a huge crown. I told her she would too. She
never wants to leave America. But if the whole world
would just do their part like my sister, then the Gos-
pel will spread so much faster. Some go and some stay
home and help send us. I thank God for people like
my sister who are willing to be the senders. After all
WE could not go anywhere without the senders.
