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Excitement is bubbling inside of me to see a mighty 
move of God in the churches in America. I have felt it, seen 
it and tasted it, in the churches of Nepal. Now I long to see 
that same hunger for the presence of God in the churches in 
America. I can hardly wait to see people show up two hours be-
fore church starts to get a place to sit. My heart will be thrilled 
to see more than seven people show up for intercessory prayer 
on Friday nights. When the pastor of your church baptizes 
so many people on a Sunday afternoon until his back is ach-
ing from dunking so many under water, then you will know a 
MIGHTY move of God has hit your church. When you see 
cancer disappear, the lame walk, the deaf hear and tumors fall 
off simply by doing what the Bible say, “lay hands on the sick 
and they will recover,” then this should be a good indication 
that revival has hit your church. David and I have seen and 
experienced all these things in Nepal. No, the Nepal church 
is not perfect. The enemy would love to STOP all that God is 
doing there. Extremists Hindus are not happy at how fast the 
Christian population is growing. Satan would love to deceive 
all the young pastors. We have seen him try this also. There is 
no stopping these vivacious young Christians now. They have 
been through the storm, they have been in prison, been beaten 
and laughed at. The list of persecutions is long, but they still 
stand. 
 I had a dream a couple of weeks ago. God is always 
speaking to me in dreams. If you don’t believe God can speak 
to you in dreams then stop reading, now.  In this dream was me 
and David and my mom and dad {My Dad has been in heaven 
for over fi ve years now}. We were in a very large, all concrete, 
church. My Dad was laying hands on so many people who were 
wanting prayer. They were all falling down on the fl oor as he 
prayed for them. No one was catching them. Then my Mom 
stood in front of him wanting prayer and I screamed, “You 
can’t do that!” He smiled and laid hands on her, and when she 
fell it was in slow motion. I woman crawled, pulling her para-
lyzed body, to my Dad and said, “I need a new wheel chair.” 
My Dad said, “How about a healing?” and turned and walked 
away from her. People were everywhere wanting him to pray for 
them. I looked and saw Sushila sitting off to the side with her 
“remote tribal pastors” from Nepal. I walked over to her and 
said, “Why aren’t they helping my Dad pray and catch these 
people?” She said, “They are all sick, that’s why.” I was now 
upset, hurt and offended. I walked to the back of the building 
and hid in a dark corner behind something. Then all of a sud-

den an exhilarating bright light shown down through the roof 
of the concrete building right in front of me.   In the center 
of the light appeared and old woman. She had the sweetest 
smile. She sang to me a song in German.  Another woman ap-
peared standing next to the old woman with snow white hair. 
She interpreted what the old woman sang to me in English.  I 
then woke up. I’m not sure of all the words she sang, but it 
was about not judging and not being offended and how I was 
wrong. I laid there thinking about the women and realized who 
they were. I got up, went to my book shelve and found and old 
book called, “Tramp for the Lord.” When I saw that sweet old 
lady on the cover I knew it was Corrie ten Boom that I saw in 
my dream. I went to the church and ask David to pull up a 
video of Kathryn Kuhlman on the internet. He did, and I got 
chills. That was the other woman standing by Corrie. God has 
been giving me small pieces of the interpretation for two weeks 
now.  I felt as though I had been disciplined by God. Proverbs 
3:11-12 says the Lord corrects those whom He loves. Thank 
God He loves me.  David told me it’s not just a dream for 
Rhonda but the whole church body. This is my interpretation:  
God is wanting to do AMAZING things in all the churches, 
but the church is to busy being offended and judging what the 
Holy Spirit is trying to do. Don‘t we want to see miracles, signs 
and wonders from God in our church? When we start seeing 
these things happen then we must not say to God, “You can‘t 
do that! Someone may get offended and people may judge that 
particular church where these things are happening. When I 
ask Sushila, “Why aren‘t they helping?” Her reply was, “They 
are all sick.” I believe God is saying, the American church ,at 
large, is sick. Those powerful young “tribal pastors” who see 
miracles happen almost daily cannot help. The church must 
seek God and fi nd Him just like the Tharu tribe has done, on 
their face crying out to Him even through persecution. Corrie 
ten Boom, who was starved and persecuted so HORRIBLY by 
Hitler in a concentration camp in Germany, knew how to seek 
God too.  I am sure there were times she cried out to God, 
“You can’t do this God!” She was 52 years old at the time she 
was put in prison for hiding Jews in their home. A year later at 
53 she was let go from that terrible concentration camp. Her 
sister died 10 days before Corrie’s release. Corrie told her sister 
she would never step her boot back in Germany if she ever left 
there alive. If you know Corrie’s story then you know she did 
go back many times to the place she hated. In fact Germany is 
where she started her ministry of forgiveness. She traveled the 
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entire world going into places, so awful, just to tell her story 
{David and I are 52 and 53}.
	 Kathryn Kuhlman was from America and God used 
her mightily. She saw miracle after miracle and many strange 
things happen in her meetings. She was criticized badly by 
many, including the church for the way she spoke and how 
she prayed for people.  The church is sick and we must STOP 
criticizing the one God has anointed to do His work. We have 
got to quit being offended, quit judging and quit telling God 
what He can and can’t do in our churches. You either welcome 
the Holy Spirit into your church to do whatever He wants, or 
you don’t.
	 About nine months ago David and I were prophesied 
to that we would go to Germany. My first thought when he 
told us this was, I have NEVER wanted to go to Germany be-
cause the church is so cold to the things of God. WOW! Now 
after this dream. I know why.  I believe the best way for us to 
start 2012 is on our face crying out to God for our Church. 

	 David and I leave for Nepal in January taking Pastor 
Ron and Kay Rose from Texas with us.  In March, I along with 
our youth Pastors Mark and Tammy Linn, are taking the youth 
to Honduras for street ministry etc. Any help with expenses on 
our Nepal trip or Honduras trip are greatly appreciated. Every 
soul saved and person healed, you will be a part of.
